The following members were present – Dave Leonard, John Paddol, Jeff Conley, John Winskowicz and head Pro, Darin Chin-Aleong.


The Committee welcomed John Winskowicz as its newest member.


The committee reviewed the book for next year prior to it going to print.  The Men’s Spring fourball will be held in May and the Ryder Cup in June, 2008.  The Committee asked Darin to include specific dates in the book for several member events: the Bottom Draw outing; the Bottom Draw v Elks Match and the Bogey League Outing.  The dates will be included in the book.  


The fourball payout plan for next spring will be different than in 2007.  This past year teams which won one round were paid in the pool and that has been changed for 2008.  Team will need to win two rounds to get into the money.  There will also be a mandatory shoot out to determine the overall winner with $150 to the winning team and $50 to the runners-up in addition to their other winnings.  The consolation round will be the same as in 2007 with one team winning in its flight.  The flight pool will be $160 with four teams winning $40.  


The club championship schedule was revisited.  The main flight  finalists will play a 36 hole final.  The other flights will be comprised of sixteen players each.  This past season the flights had eight players and it was determined that eight was not enough for a major championship.  Moreover, the handicaps will remain very close even with the increase and there will be few strokes involved.  


One additional tournament will be played in 2007.  It is something new to see if there is any late season interest with winter rules.  The event will be a team quota held on Sunday, November 25th at 9am with a shotgun start.  The greens will not be in use and the holes will be the old style large holes.  Current quotas will be in use.  There is a sign up sheet in the clubhouse.  Members can form their own team or sign up individually.  The committee chair for the even is John Winskowicz.
