Men’s Golf Committee Meeting of July 11, 2007


The committee met at WCC with the following members present: John Aucone, Dave Leonard, Ralph Brown, George Carter, Jim Sauchuk, Jeff Conley, John Paddol and head pro Darin Chin-Aleong.


The group opted to change its name to the Men’s Golf Committee.


The recently completed member-member tournament was a successful and popular event.  The Committee congratulated Darin for his hard work in making the tournament so successful.  The rule sheet was clear and Darin met with every twosome on the first tee prior to play.  There were 134 guys who played in the event.  A change being considered for next year is to start the tournament on both the 1st and 10th tees.  Such a change would enable everyone to be off the course much earlier than was the case this year and would not interfere as much with the women’s tee times.  The committee was of the opinion that the majority of members would be supportive of the change.

Scores for the member-member were to be posted with a T.  There were 254 scores posted in the GHIN system either at the club on done on line at home.  There were 14 scores not posted.  The names of those players will be listed in a prominent location in the clubhouse this week.  The committee previously decided that any player not posting a score as is required by the committee and the rules of golf will receive a warning.  If a player fails to post a score after that warning, the player’s score will be posted for him at even par.  The listing of the names serves as the warning.  Any player who has not posted his score by Sunday, July 15th will have the score posted at par with a T.  Every player was told of the posting requirement on the first tee.  It was printed in the rules and prominently posted in the clubhouse and at the GHIN computer terminal.  Overall compliance with posting scores has improved and the committee intends to insist on 100% compliance.  

The format for the club championship was determined at earlier meetings and printed in the Wenham book.  Players with handicaps of 9 or less are the only ones eligible to play in the Championship flight.  Other flights will be comprised of eight players each to be determined by USGA handicap index.  Eight was selected to manage tee times.  Players would play on either July 28 or July 29 but not both days other than the Championship flight.  There was discussion about the Championship flight and handicap levels.  Next year the Committee will consider having the Championship flight open to any male member, regardless of handicap.  Players with handicaps of 9 or less would be required to play in the Championship flight if they opt to play in the event.  The topic will be discussed further at a later date.

Due to the fact that the member-member tournament impacted women’s tee times, the committee decided to offer earlier times to the women for their member-member.  Tee times can start at 8:30 am both days if the women want to begin play at that time.


Darin has agreed to include a rules page on the Wenham CC web site.  The committee has discussed the fact that many members do not know the rules of golf.  Darin will include the more pertinent rules and respond in the web site to rules asked of him by members.


The format for the Men’s ABCD tournament on July 21st was set.  The event is a best ball of the foursome on a net basis.  Three of four scores will be used on the par three holes, two scores of the four on the par four holes and one score of the group on the one par five, hole #11.  Total score on a net basis will determine the winning teams.  Teams will be drawn based on the USGA handicap index in an attempt to keep the teams as even as possible.


The Men’s weekday member guest on July 25th will be a best ball event played at 90% of handicap.


There was a general discussion of the composition of the Men’s Tournament Committee and some concern was expressed that more diversity would be helpful.  There are no low handicap players represented on the Committee nor are there any high handicap members.  The term of each member is three years.  At the end of the year when members are asked of their interest the committee plans to reach out to guys who could provide the above described diversity.
