Men’s Tournament Committee Meeting of May 9, 2007

Men’s ABCD --  The committee discussed the issue of people who signed up not showing up on the day of the tournament.  There were three guys who failed to appear for the first ABCD but did call the morning of the tournament.  In the future players will be required to pay the tournament fee if they do not play and will not be allowed to play in the next club tournament if there is not sufficient notice or reason for not playing.  The Committee is concerned that the other players in the group are unfairly penalized.

Ryder Cup – The tee times will be drawn on Wednesday, May 16th at 6pm.  There are four different formats for the 36 hole event.  Day one will have an alternate shot event on the front nine and best ball on the back nine.  Day two will have the combined gross score of each team on the front nine and a two-man scramble on the back.  Tee times will be early-late; late-early and mid-mid.  Request will only be granted for legitimate reasons, not personal preference.  The Committee representative for the tournament is Jeff Conley.

Handicap Posting   Posting all scores is a requirement of the rules of golf and of Wenham Country Club, both nine and eighteen hole rounds.  The Committee along with the handicap committee will enforce this rule.  Failure to post, after being warned, will result in a posting of even par for the round in question.
15th Hole – There has been some confusion due to the change this year.  Red stakes represent the lateral hazard.  You may not go to the drop area.  The ball must be dropped when it entered the hazard or you may re-tee.  The ball drop area may be used if you enter the water hazard indicated by the yellow stakes.  In both cases a one stroke penalty and you are hitting three from that point.

18th Hole – There is a free lift from the small garden plot to the left of the green placed in memory of Ginger Lunt.

Sweeps     The pool for sweeps regardless of the event is $4 per person.  Thus if 80 guys play the pool is $320 that day.  A third of the field will paid out.
Tournament Foursome Draws   It was agreed that at least one member of the tournament committee would meet with Darin for the drawing of teams.

The Committee is looking for someone to design a web site for the Men’s Division.  Note – The day following the meeting that person was located.  Larry Smith’s son, Ben, is a web site designer and will design the site for us.  Once the web site is designed we’ll need someone to maintain it.

The Committee discussed concerns from members about adding trash receptacles on more holes.  Another item of discussion was trying to do something to make the walking path that is adjacent to the cart path leading down from the 12th tee easier to walk.
